Hedgehogs - This week the children were asked
to recall their learning so far in science, including
plant parts and their characteristics. They used
their knowledge of plants and observational skills
they had gained to identify and study a tree. The
children went outside and drew a diagram of
their favourite tree; they then labelled its parts
and named its location. They observed the size,
shape, colour, and texture of the free's rootfs,
frunk, and bark, using scientific vocabulary to de-
scribe their observations. They looked for evi-
dence of any flowers and collected a leaf from
the tree. The children looked at the shape of the
leaf and observed the blade, margin and veins
with a hand lens. They then drew

a labelled diagram of the tree’s leaf. We finally
looked at the shape of the leaf and compared
them to deciduous and evergreen trees to de-
cide what type of tree they had drawn.

Squirrels - This half term, Squirrels Yellow and
Green teams have been in the forest with Mr T.
They learned how fo tie knofs and made a log
dog. A log dog is where you find some nice,
bumpy, fat wood and tie string under it and
make a handle. Then you can take it for a walk!
